Files needed: the gui that runs around this program is gui.py. It contains all of the controls for the lights, and when the user clicks run, it generates a textfile of the user’s settings, and the gives the address of that file to the C program (lights.c). This textfile is called temp.txt, though later this may be used to save configurations.

Errors: my program does not yet handle errors. Every time that it encounters one, it crashes pretty quickly and doesn’t work again until I fix them. This is especially frustrating because the python program that passes the file to the C program does not inform me if the C program has an error, and therefore it crashes.

5. What do you expect to work on next quarter, in relation to the goal of your project for the year? 

Expected work: I expect to be working mostly on the shaders and getting the spotlight effect to work properly. This will all be after I have finished working on the lighting controls, though, which could take a while. At the moment, as you can see in the code, all that the color sliders do is print out what the user just set them as, it does not actually factor into the model yet.
